Registration

Saturday, February 2nd, 2008  9am – 3pm

1. All entries must be in no later than 5 pm Monday, February 4, 2008

2. All items for exhibition must be hand crafted and have not been previously entered in the Martin County Fair.

3. All competition will have an adult and youth division.  Professionals will have their own division for competition, to be marked as such
4. Ribbons will be awarded to each item or set of items.

5. Limit of 5 different, unrelated items per category, (ie: Knitting – 1 sweater, 1 cap, 1 pair of booties, etc.)
6. All entries will be exhibited throughout the fair week, February 8-18, 2008.  Items should be picked up Sunday, February 17, 2008, between the hours of 10 am and 3 pm.

7. Canning jar labels may have only the name of the product listed on them – NO personal names.  All jars will be exhibited with complete jar and rim.

8. Cake contest – *One entry per class (ie: pound cake)  Cake entries must include the recipe on a single sheet of paper or card.  Cakes will be judged on taste, appearance/decoration.

9. Pie Contest *One entry per class (ie: fruit, custard, etc.) and limited to a 9-inch crust (homemade unless recipe calls for a cookie crust). Pie entries must include the recipe on a single sheet of paper or card.
10. Photography must be in a 8” x 10” frame ready to hang or sit on a shelf.  Categories are 35mm, digital, black and white and color.  Professionals will be judged in their own category and should be marked as such.
*Cakes and pies are to be dropped off at the fair office between the hours of 10am – 12 noon, Saturday, February 10th, and picked up by 6 pm or left for the enjoyment of others.
