The Martin County Fair is held annually in February and is a 501c3 non-profit organization which was established in 1959. We were one of twenty seven fairs to receive this award out of forty nine.
 The fair is run strictly by volunteers and operates with the help of sponsorships and donations. Without the help of our sponsors we would not be a fair at all. This is where you come in. Areas to sponsor:

· Ticket Booth Entrance Tent ($2500): Tent is located at the front gate of the fair grounds. Patrons will enter through this area when attending the fair and will provide cover and shade when purchasing tickets.
· Livestock Trophy and Ribbon Sponsor ($2500): Your sponsorship will go directly to the purchase of trophies and ribbons awarded to exhibitors, both in the small animal tent and in the arena. Sponsor name will appear on all livestock trophies (over 100 given out) and ribbons (over 300 given out). Your name will be announced during shows as a sponsor of the ribbons and trophies.

· Livestock Belt Buckles ($2500): Grand champion, reserve champion and showmanship winners will receive a belt buckle. They will be provided for steers, swine, and heifers (small animals will be provided if sponsorship allows). They will be presented to the exhibitor with announcements of sponsors.
· (2) Kandu Magic Show ($2500 each): Kandu is a magic show for patrons to enjoy on their visit to the fair. There will be several performances during the day. Sponsor will provide banners for the stage show and your name will be announced.

· (2) Air Conditioned Buildings ($2000 each): Naming rights for the building for one year. We currently have two buildings that are air conditioned and rented out on a regular basis for events such as parties, weddings, business meetings, fund raisers, etc. These buildings are used more then 250 days per year. During the fair “G” building houses the beer garden and will also host the livestock buyer’s socials. “A” building is where the arts and crafts exhibits will be held. The buildings are as follows:

· Ticket Sponsor ($2000): Your name will appear on all advanced tickets sold. If interested you may put a coupon on the back of the ticket for redemption at your business. Over 5,000 advanced tickets are sold annually.

· (4) Circus days ($2000): The amazing Anastasini Circus will be back this year. In 2009 it was a crowd favorite with acts such as diabolo jugglers, aerial acts, clowns, a comedic dog show and much more. You may sponsor the Circus on any of the 4 days as follows and your name will be read as a sponsor on that day.

· Livestock Arena/Swine Barn ($1500): The livestock arena is where all of the livestock shows and sales take place. It also houses 78 swine. When the fair is not in operation the arena area is a popular rental for festivals, dances, concerts, etc. You may provide a banner to be hung in the arena or swine barn area (inquire about sizes).

· Ride Band Sponsor ($1500): Your name will appear on all ride bands sold. If interested you may put a coupon on the back of ride bands for redemption at your business. Over 15,000 ride bands are sold annually.

· (3) Non Air Conditioned Buildings ($1000 each): Naming rights for the building for one year. We have five buildings that are not air conditioned but are still used regularly. There are events such as the annual home show that use the buildings when the fair is not in session. The buildings are as follows:

· Ribbon Sponsor ($1000): Ribbons are given out for arts and crafts, booths, and miscellaneous other contests. Sponsor name will appear on all fair ribbons given out during the fair.

· Security Radios ($1000): In order to communicate around the fair grounds we use walkie-talkie type radios. This helps us relay messages to one another regarding accidents, lost children, general information etc.

· (2) Alcoves ($500 each): Naming rights for the building for one year. There are two alcoves that may be sponsored. During the fair this is where “outdoor” displays are. The alcoves that may be sponsored are as follows:

·  (2) Livestock Barns ($500 each): The livestock barns can house up to 90 animals and include cattle, sheep and goats. 4-H and FFA youth proudly exhibit their animals in these areas. The barns are as follows:

· (2) Shuttles ($500) each: Parking can be a problem for fair goers and they may have to park far away from the entrance to the fair grounds. We provide shuttles to take our patrons back and forth to their cars.

· Barnyard Café Tent ($500): An area to feed livestock exhibitors at a reduced rate. As a sponsor your banner will be hung on the outside of the tent and remaining sponsor monies will go to funding the café.

· (2) Arts & Crafts Cases ($500): We are in need of new cases for our arts and crafts exhibits. We will be ordering new ones with locks so our exhibitors can feel their items will be safe. If you sponsor the cases you name will be displayed on the case itself.

· Benches ($500): All of our activities can tire some people out and they’ll need a place to sit and relax. Have your company name on a plaque on one of the benches around the fair grounds.

· (6) Ticket Booths ($500 each): We have 6 ticket booths that may be sponsored. This is where our patrons purchase their tickets and ride bands once they get to the fair grounds.

· Lost Child Tag ($500): Something we will try this year is to have parents/ guardians fill out tags for all children with the child’s name, age, and the parent/ guardians name and phone number. This will be attached to the child’s belt loop so in the event that they are separated the child can be reunited quickly and easily.

·  (4) Golf Carts & Gators ($500 each): Golf carts and gators are used to get around the fair grounds. Your company name would be displayed on either a golf cart or gator.

· (2) Parking Lots ($500 each): We need supplies for the parking lots as well as the rest of the fair. Your sponsorship for the parking lots would make it the “Company Name” Parking Lot.
