Please identify each image you submit by attaching a
completed entry form to the back.

Any person(s) or their guardian(s) appearing in the photograph must sign the release section on the
application form.

Professionals in the fields of photography, journalism and advertising, as well as agriculture will judge the
contest. Photos will be judged on theme, creativity and technical quality. Judging will be done before Feb.
10™. Decision of the judges is final.
